Participants and Basic Rules:

The competition is open to shooters of AETSM (IMSSU for World Cup) member countries. Shooters must be endorsed by the national shooting authority representing their country at the AETSM (IMSSU) or must be direct member of AETSM (IMSSU) to be allowed to compete.

Each member country shooter’s delegation will be composed of people competing individually and teams composed of shooters chosen by their national AETSM authority among these individual competitors. Only one national team per country and event is allowed; each team will consist of three competitors per event. Entries are limited to 20 competitors from one country per discipline.

Each national federation is responsible for the participation of their individual members.
Each competitor must submit his/her current IMSSU Classification Card to the range officials during registration procedure.

Assuming a shooter has attended an international championship, he/she cannot enter a subsequent international championship in a lower class than the one attained by his/her most recent results at an international match. Disqualification could be requested against any competitor violating this rule.

Only the range officials, the competitors and their spotters are allowed on the firing line. All spectators, friends and relatives will be required to remain behind the firing line markers. Spectators have to stay in spectators´ area.
All participating shooters are automatically evaluated also in world cup.
Changing the propositions is reserved to the Match Director.
Range Information:

All distances are in metres.

The colour of the targets: 
Pistol targets – black, 
Rifle targets SR – black, 

Rifle targets BR – chicken, pig - black, turkey and ram - white.

Number of firing points: 16 points + 2 practise points (8+1, 8+1).

In the left part of the “shooting range points” is the place for manipulation with firearms – it will be marked.

Categories and Events:
· Big Bore Pistol: Revolver, Production, Standing, Unlimited;

· Small Bore Pistol: Revolver, Production, Standing, Unlimited;

· Field Pistol: Production, Production Any Sights;

· Big Bore Rifle: Silhouette, Hunting;
· Small Bore Rifle: Silhouette, Light, Silhouette Open Sights, Light Open Sights

· Air Pistol, Air Rifle

All events will be in 40 shot matches.
Small Bore Rifle will be in 80 shot matches (40+5, 40+5), Open Sights 40+5
Shoot Offs:


The first, second and third places in all categories will be decided by shoot offs in the event of tied scores.

Shoot offs will be shot in five shot strings up to decision. A “sudden death” is not allowed.

Both for aggregate score ties and team score ties, reverse animal count shall be used.

If the animal count is equal, the team having the best individual aggregate will win.

Security Rules:

· Each firearm must be closed in the box unloaded.


· Out of this box, the firearm must be “opened”.

· Firearms Handling out of the place for manipulation and out of the shooting points are strictly forbidden. 

· No part of the shooter or spotter may extend beyond the firing line once the loading procedure is under way and up to the “Range is clear” command.

· Revolvers spitting bullet material will be removed from the line.

· Eye and ear protection are mandatory for all people present on the firing line and just behind the firing line (“shooting range point area”). Smoking and using of mobiles is also forbidden in this area.

· Drinking of alcoholic drinks or consuming of any drugs by shooters or officials is forbidden – Czech Police can check it. Doping control can be performed at random during the championships.

· Details you can find in the IMSSU Official Sporting Rules.

· Disqualification could be requested against any competitor violating the security rules.

All commands from the voice records on the computer:

“Shooters to the line!” – verbal;

“Load” – verbal;

“Fire!” – verbal + horn;

“Cease fire” – verbal + horn;

“Make your firearms safe” – verbal;

“Range is clear” – verbal;

“Rotation” – verbal (every 10 shots)
Relays 
· Competitors will shoot 2x5 shots, and then will be rotation. Time for load + shooting (5 shots) is 2,5 min (pistol) and 3 min (rifle)., time for target setting is 3,5 (3 ) min.

· Relay information will be published on the board near entrance.

· A practise time limit will be allocated to each delegation. The schedule will be posted on the range.

· The competitor, the coach or the spotter must inform the range referee of alibi shots as soon as possible. All alibis will be shot at the end of each 10 shot stage.

· Competitors must be present on the range at least 30 minutes before their relay. Each competitor will get his/her score card at a firearms certification.
Firearms Certification:

· All firearms must be certified prior to competition. Firearms must conform to IMSSU/AETSM Rules version 2013 and specifications in the category in which they are to be used.

· Firearms commissioning will be taken place during practises, and then each day from 9 to 11 a.m., and 3 to 5 p.m. Competitors have to certificate their firearms a day before their shooting day, in case of the afternoon relay they should certified firearms the same day morning. 

· Every competitor may have his firearm checked one more time at the end of a relay.

· Revolvers spitting bullet material will be removed from the line.

· It is recommended to read carefully the Production rule and verify that all firearms and accessories you intend to use in Production meet strictly the rule. 
· To ensure continuity of the process there will be certified a maximum of 4 pieces of weapons for one competitor at once.
Protests

All protests must be submitted to the Match Director in writing, accompanied by a fee 40 EUR, within three hours of any alleged violation.
Match Officials

· Match Director – supervises all the referees and all persons during the Championships;

· Chief Range Officer – supervises Range Officers and Scorers, and manages all activity on the firing line;

· Range Officer – supervises competitors and their spotters;

· Scorers – supervise competitors and their spotters and report all deficiencies to Range Officer.
Juries:

Each member country will have to designate a candidate for jury. The names of those people will be communicated during practises and juries members will be designated among all the candidates.

Protocol:

· The Opening Ceremony will be held on Tuesday 23th July at 6.30 p.m. (30 min. only)

· Shooters have to be 15 min. before sighting shots on the range. 
· First relay (sighting shots) starts approximately at 8.55 a.m., the last one starts at 5.45 p.m.

· The final pistol and rifle Award Ceremony will be held on 29rd July at 7,30 p.m. 
· The official banquet will be held on 29rd July after the Award Ceremony. 
· The AETSM Meeting will be held on 28th July at 7:00 p.m. 
Miscellaneous: 

Weather – sunny with a temperature 20 - 30o C, there may be light rain.

Buffet meal is on the range; restaurants are in village Kámen (500 m) and in Děčín (5 km).
Hotel booking must be made by yourself. No shuttle will be at your disposal

from the hotels to the shooting range, nor from the airports
